Brett Bailey CV
Brett was born in Melbourne in 1947 and educated in Germany and England. He held a commission in the British Army before studying at the Hammersmith College of Art, London, followed by a B.A.(Fine Art) at Chelsea School of Art, London.

It was there that he became absorbed by Asian art, history, philosophy and politics, discovering an understanding of humankind’s relationship to nature. Brett’s artworks explore the physical nature of art making and  the inevitable possibilities which exist in mark making ,by harnessing these properties and forces. This is a technique very close to Asian aesthetic practice.
Brett was a founding member of Earth Workshop Cooperative, an alternative technology research unit established in Carmarthenshire, Wales. He later taught painting and alternative technology courses at art schools, universities and the Architectural Association in London. He held 14 exhibitions in the UK before coming to Australia.. 

Brett travelled to Japan before returning to live in Australia permanently in 1983 when he painted his first Australian landscapes, discovering for himself the oldest landscape on Earth, a landscape of spirit and power.

In 2006, Brett was among 20 Australian artists from different cultural backgrounds who travelled to Shanghai and exhibited their work in the Jung An District Cultural Bureau and in the Chinese Painting Institute of Shanghai. This tour established a significant benchmark for future cultural exchange projects between Australia and China.

Brett lived in Sydney and New South Wales south coast until 2006 when he moved to Canberra. 

Brett’s works are held in public, private and corporate collections in Australia, China, USA, Japan, UK and Ireland.
